Opening of the Technical Bid:

In the event of the specified
date of Bid opening being declared a holiday in BRIC-NIBMG, the Bids will be opened at the appointed time
on the next working day.

Examination of Bids and Determination of Responsiveness

Prior to the detailed evaluation of Bids, BRIC-NIBMG will determine whether each Bid

(a) meets the eligibility criteria;

(b) has been properly signed;

(c) is accompanied by the required EMD;

(d) is substantially responsive to the requirements of the Bidding documents.

A substantially responsive Bid is one which conforms to all the terms, conditions, and specifications of the
Bidding documents, without material deviation or reservation.

If a Bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by BRIC-NIBMG and may not subsequently be made
responsive by correction or withdrawal of the non-conforming deviation or reservation.

Evaluation and Comparison of Technical Bids

BRIC-NIBMG will evaluate and compare only the Bids determined to be substantially responsive.
BRIC-NIBMG will finalize the list of qualified Bidders whose Bids have been determined to be substantially
responsive to the Bidding documents, provided that such Bidder has been determined to be eligible and
qualified in accordance with the provisions of Clause: 2 of ITB.

BRIC-NIBMG will upload the Evaluation Report of the Technical Bids and notify the list of Qualified Bidders
in the CPP Portal.

Right to accept any Bid and to reject any or all Bids.

BRIC-NIBMG reserves the right to accept or reject any Bid, and to cancel the Bidding process and reject all
